VIII.2.3.4. Comparison of earthworm species

The species of earthworms collected are detailed in the table VIII.2.3.

In woods, 18 species were present and the most abundant were Dendrobaena attemsi,

Dendrobaena octaedra, Lumbricus rubellus castenoïde, Aporrectodea caliginosa caliginosa,

Allolobophora chlorotica chlorotica albinica, Allolobophora rosea and Octalasium cyaneum.

In fields, 20 species of earthworms were present and the most abundant were Dendrobaena

mammalis, Lumbricus castaneus, Lumbricus rubellus castenoïde, Lumbricus rubellus

rubellus, Lumbricus centralis, Lumbricus terrestris, Aporrectodea giardi, Aporrectodea

longa, Aporrectodea caliginosa caliginosa, Aporrectodea caliginosa tuberculata, Allolobophora

chlorotica chlorotica typica, Allolobophora rosea and Octalasium cyaneum.
